In making its determination of which applicants should be awarded a scholarship, the adjudication committee considers applications on the basis of academic merit, linkage with educational objectives and any community involvement.

Referees should be aware that reference letters in excess of one page do not provide any advantage to the applicant. It is strongly recommended that referees limit their comments to one typewritten page.
