


Korean Canadian Childrens Association

The KCCA Executive is announcing a trial program to support first time Motherland tour visits to Korea for Ontario-based adopted Korean children of KCCA participating member families. The parameters are set out below.  

Grants of $1000 will be available for each eligible Korean adoptee travelling on a paid Motherland tour to Korea in 2012 accompanied by at least one adoptive parent. An eligible adoptee:

 
o is at least 8 but not more than 16 years old in 2012;

o has not been previously been back to Korea on a Motherland tour;

o lives in Ontario;

o is a member of a KCCA-participating family.

 Grants of $500 will be available for adopted Korean siblings of eligible adoptees, who otherwise would be eligible but for the fact they have previously visited Korea on a Motherland tour, if they accompany their eligible sibling on the Motherland tour in 2012. 

The following additional conditions apply:

 (1) There will be a maximum of two grants per family.

 (2) Initial applications must be received by February 29, 2012, with decisions communicated to applicants’ families promptly thereafter. 

(3) If there are more eligible applicants than finances available, choice will be made by lot (one per family). 

(4) If there are fewer applicants by February 29, 2012 than finances available, thereafter applications will be accepted and considered on a first-come, first served basis.

(5) Grants are available for paid 2012 Motherland tours offered by any third party provider (but not for visits arranged individually).

(6) Decisions as to eligibility and interpretation of the criteria and conditions will be made by the KCCA Executive.
